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1. Introduction

1.1 This 3rd Annual Monitoring Report provides both a progress statement on the preparation of the Richmondshire Local Development Framework and an evaluation of the success of the adopted Local Plan (Richmondshire Local Plan 1999-2006). It will assess how well the Council has performed against the targets and milestones set out in the Local Development Scheme and establish indicators to measure the effectiveness of past and future policy objectives. 

1.2 The Report also highlights both changed circumstances leading to review of the Local Development Scheme and the position regarding Local Plan policies ‘saved’ beyond September 2007.

1.3 For clarification, it should be noted that the Richmondshire Local Development Framework and Richmondshire Local Plan, relate to that part of Richmondshire outside the Yorkshire Dales National Park. Being a separate local planning authority, the National Park Authority is responsible for preparing a Local Development Framework for that area falling within the Park boundary. 

2. Richmondshire in Context

National and Regional Context

2.1
The Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004 introduced a new system for preparing development plans. This 2004 Act requires all Local Planning Authorities to replace their existing Local Plan or Unitary Development Plan with a Local Development Framework. In the case of Richmondshire, this means we must replace the Richmondshire Local Plan 1999-2006. 


Government Planning Policy

2.2 
The Government’s objectives for changing the development plan system are to:

· Speed up the preparation of development plans

· Ensure that plans are monitored, reviewed and up-to-date

· Achieve more effective involvement of the community

· Promote sustainable development

· Provide flexibility, enabling development plans to respond more quickly to changing circumstances

2.3 The 2004 Act together with Planning Policy Statement 12: Local Development Frameworks (including its accompanying Companion Guide) set out Government policy on the preparation of Local Development Frameworks. PPS 12 establishes a clear framework for the preparation and adoption of the various development plan documents that together constitute the Local Development Framework.

2.4 
In preparing future development plan documents, the Council must ensure that emerging policies are sound and conform to current national guidance as set out in existing Planning Policy Guidance and Planning Policy Statements. The process of testing soundness and conformity is through independent examination of each development plan documents and the issue, by the Planning Inspectorate, of a binding report.

2.5 Central to the Government’s approach to the new development plan system are the requirements that Local Development Frameworks must be spatial rather than purely land use plans and that they should contribute towards delivering sustainable development. Indeed, in respect of sustainable development, the 2004 Act imposes a requirement to this effect. Both of these issues are considered in more detail later in this report.

2.6
The other key change introduced by the new development plan system is the creation of direct linkage between regional and local planning policy. In future, the development plan will consist of the Regional Spatial Strategy and the Local Development Framework (development plan documents prepared by the District Council). It must also have regard to any other Local Development Frameworks that apply to the administrative area, which in the case of Richmondshire will mean the Waste and Minerals LDFs prepared by North Yorkshire County Council.


Regional Spatial Strategy

2.7 The Regional Spatial Strategy for Yorkshire and the Humber (RSS) is based upon a selective review of RPG12 produced by the Yorkshire and Humber Assembly. RSS provides the spatial framework to inform the preparation of Local Development Frameworks and Local Transport Plans, establishing a broad strategic approach for development and land use within the region. The RSS focuses on the spatial aspects of delivering the following shared vision for the Yorkshire and Humber Region as set out in ‘Advancing Together’: 

“A world class region, where the economic, environmental and social well-being of all our people is advancing more rapidly and more sustainably than our competitors” 
2.8 The draft replacement RSS (Yorkshire and Humber Plan), published in December 2005, was subject to Examination in Public in 2006, with the Secretary of State’s proposed changes being currently subject to consultation. The Council has contributed to the development of the new RSS through membership of the Regional Planning and Infrastructure Commission (RPIC) and its associated Technical Advisory Group (TAG). In addition the District Council has also contributed to debates at a sub-regional level, particularly in relation to housing and employment policies and allocations. The Council also submitted representations to the Examination in Public and gave evidence at the Examination.

2.9 Of particular note within the emerging RSS is an acknowledgement of the regional importance of the expansion plans for Catterick Garrison and its significance as a sub-regional priority. 

2.10 The emerging RSS, in line with the Government’s priority for sustainable development, has a strong urban focus in terms of major growth. In general rural areas are expected to absorb less development, although some limited growth is anticipated to support the rural economy and the needs of its communities.
 Principal Towns are highlighted as having a special role in accommodating development
, with a joint designation for Richmond and Catterick Garrison being the only such designation id Richmondshire. 

Spatial Portrait of Richmondshire

2.11 This spatial portrait of Richmondshire (outside the Yorkshire Dales National Park) is based upon the Scoping Report for the joint Sustainability Appraisal and Strategic Environmental Assessment published in May 2005. The Sustainability Appraisal is a requirement of the Local Development Framework process and is a tool used to assess the compatibility of emerging policies and strategies with national, regional and local sustainability policy and guidance. The Sustainability Appraisal can be accessed via the Council’s website (www.richmondshire.gov.uk) or through the contact details provided on page 1.

2.12 Richmondshire is one of seven District Councils in North Yorkshire and lies at the north western extremity of the Yorkshire and Humber region and is predominantly rural in character. The District covers an area of some 509 square miles, yet has a population of only 51000
, making Richmondshire one of the most sparsely populated District Council areas in the country. Over half of the District falls within the Yorkshire Dales National Park. 

2.13 The principal settlements in that part of the District outside the National Park are the historic market town of Richmond, Catterick Garrison, home to the UK’s largest Army base, and the Wensleydale market town of Leyburn. Significant service centres in adjoining authority areas include Darlington to the north, and York and Harrogate to the south-east and south.

2.14 It is an area of high landscape contrast, with the western half of the District forming part of the Pennine chain and the eastern half lying in the lowland plain of the Vale of York. 

2.15 Settlements are generally small in scale and well scattered, with almost 45% of the District’s population being located in the Richmond and Catterick Garrison area
. Catterick Garrison is the largest Army base in the country, and has been recently designated a ‘Super Garrison’ with the potential to play a significant role in delivering national defence policy.

2.16 Two main arterial roads, the A1 and A66, provide easy access to many parts of the country, with both being programmed for planned upgrading. Although no main line railway station exists within the District, the Wensleydale Branch Line still operates as a tourist attraction, and has the potential to link to the main East Coast Line.

2.17 In terms of employment, the District has a diverse economy. Although small businesses, typically employing less than 20 people, dominate the District’s economy, 25.1% of jobs fall within the public administration and defence sectors
, emphasising in particular the importance of Ministry of Defence activity in Richmondshire. In high season, tourism supports over 4000 jobs, though many are seasonal and/or part time
. Figures for the whole of Richmondshire, including the National Park, indicate that in 2004 tourism added £168 million to the local economy. Agriculture, once the mainstay of the area, continues to decline, impacting not only on employment but also on land management and the attractiveness of the landscape for recreational and tourism related activities for residents and visitors. The 2001 Foot and Mouth outbreak provided a stark reminder of the fragility of the local economy and need for greater diversification.

2.18 One specialist industry currently thriving in the District is that of racehorse training, centred upon the small historic town of Middleham. Racehorse training at Middleham received a significant boost in 1995, following a successful bid for Rural Challenge funding which lead to an investment of over £2 million in infrastructure improvements to support the industry.

2.19 The District is rich in heritage assets, including over 1450 Listed Buildings and 41 designated conservation areas (outside the National Park). Richmond is widely regarded as one of the most picturesque and historic market towns in the North of England, including being featured as one of the Six English Towns selected by Alec Clifton-Taylor for the book and television series of the same name. The attractiveness of Richmondshire’s landscape, towns and villages has long been recognised by film and television producers, resulting in the area being used as the setting for numerous period dramas including A Women of Substance, Robin Hood Prince of Thieves and the James Herriot series of films and television programmes All Creatures Great and Small.

Key drivers for change

2.20 The spatial portrait of Richmondshire outlined above, highlights a challenging range of issues for the area. Key amongst these are: 

· Supporting a diverse rural economy

· Affordable housing

· Access to services

· Delivering a sustainable approach to growth

· Expansion of Catterick Garrison

Diverse Rural Economy

2.21 In common with many rural areas, the decline in agriculture as the mainstay of the rural economy has produced a more diverse pattern of employment. Whilst initially reducing employment, agricultural decline has equally provided an impetus for diversification and broadened the range job opportunities within the area. Much of the diversification has focused on the tourism sector. However, the fragility of a local economy heavily dependent upon these sectors was amply illustrated by the 2001 Foot & Mouth outbreak.

2.22 Additionally, many of the job opportunities in the tourism sector are seasonal, part time and low paid. The challenge is deliver a more robust economy with an improved job offer in terms of range, permanence and income levels. Modern technology now offers the opportunity to adapt business and enterprise to be less locationally dependent. This coupled with the high quality of the local environment provides a clear opportunity to expand the range of job offer and attract inward investment. 

Affordable Housing

2.23 Although it is true to say that house prices have risen throughout the country in recent years, the increase experienced in Richmondshire has been amongst the highest in the region
. At the same time, increases in household income have failed to keep pace. The growing gap between local house prices and incomes has resulted in a significant increase in the number of families unable to access housing at an affordable price. This applies to both the rental and open market housing sectors. Research carried out by the Joseph Rowentree Foundation in 2006, identified Richmondshire as the 12th least affordable local authority area in the UK. The Council is currently updating the 2004/5 Housing Needs Survey, and considering options to boost affordable housing delivery through the planning system. At present, the output from the planning system, i.e. the number of affordable homes achieved through planning permissions, falls well short of the minimum level of requirement identified through the Housing Needs Survey.  

2.24 Planning Policy Statement 3: Housing (PPS3) has introduced an indicative national threshold for the scale of development on which affordable housing should be sought. Emerging regional policy highlights the need to consider lower thresholds in rural areas, offering the opportunity for authorities to reflect local circumstances in developing policy. This issue was highlighted the Core Strategy Issues and Options consultation paper issued in November 2005 and continues to be central in the work of developing the Core Strategy towards the Preferred Options stage.

Access to Services

2.25 The dispersed nature of settlements in Richmondshire presents particular challenges in delivering services. Through its Access to Services programme
 the Council is committed to providing high quality services where, when and how customers want them. Although the use of technology will help deliver our programme and meet the Government’s e-government targets, the project is not just about IT. It challenges the authority, through its Members, officers and services, to work differently in delivering high quality services and working in partnership with others to coordinate and maximise the opportunities for our local communities.

Sustainable Growth

2.26 The Government has set a clear agenda for a more sustainable approach to growth (Sustainable Communities: People, Places and Prosperity – ODPM January 2005). In rural areas this presents particular challenges due to the dispersed pattern and small scale of settlements. The Sustainability Appraisal / Strategic Environmental Assessment requirements of the new Local Development Framework system, demand that emerging policies are challenged to ensure that the social, economic and environmental implications are tested and balanced. The dispersed settlement pattern and rural character of Richmondshire will demand careful testing of emerging policy options to ensure that distribution of future growth not only reflects national and regional policy, but also provides a viable option in delivering sustainable communities.

2.27 Nationally, economic and population changes are normally driven by factors that are both predictable and manageable through a series of conventional development plan policies. However, occasionally development of a strategic scale is required to support the national economy or to address major decline in traditional industries, for example, the development of car manufacturing plants in the North East and West Midlands. Such development often occurs outside the scope of direct control at a local level. 

Catterick Garrison

2.28 Richmondshire faces precisely this issue in the development of Catterick Garrison. Not only is Catterick Garrison the largest Army garrison in Europe, but as a result of a national Defence review, has been designated a ‘super garrison’ and a focus for growth. The extent and timescale of that growth is uncertain at the time of preparing this report. The military expansion of Catterick Garrison to meet national defence requirements will result in a parallel growth in civilian population. It will also increase the pressure upon and requirement for local services to support an expanded Garrison town. 

2.29 A major challenge for the Richmondshire Local Development Framework will be to ensure that in accommodating military expansion, a sustainable community based on Catterick Garrison results, whilst at the same time enabling Richmond to co-exist and prosper.

2.30 In December 2005, the MoD launched a consultation programme on the Catterick Garrison Long Term Development Plan (LTDP). This document is essentially a capacity study to demonstrate that sufficient land exits within the Garrison Township to meet both military and civilian needs in delivering the expansion programme. The LTDP is currently being refreshed, with the revised document likely to be published in early 2008. Although the LTDP contains indicative allocation proposals, at this stage these have not been tested through the LDF process and no indication given as to the suitability or sustainability of the site options.

2.31 Throughout 2007 further discussions have been held with the MoD to gain a better understanding of the implications for Richmondshire of the Garrison expansion as outlined in the LTDP. In addition to Richmondshire District Council, these discussions have involved a wide range of authorities, organisations and service providers including :

· Government Office for Yorkshire and the Humber (GOYH)

· Department for Communities and Local Government (DCLG)

· North Yorkshire County Council

· Hambleton District Council

· Harrogate Borough Council

· Darlington Borough Council

· Tees Valley Joint Strategy Unit

· Yorkshire and Humber Regional Assembly

2.32 It is recognised by the Government Office that the expansion programme at Catterick Garrison is of Regional significance and therefore fundamental to the development of the LDF. Due to the many uncertainties remaining over the scale and timing of the LTDP delivery, the Government Office advised the District Council to undertake additional work at the Issues and Options stage of the Core Strategy. In giving this advice, the Government recognised this would result in a delay to the LDF programme and that progress would be dependant upon the release of additional information by the MoD. 

2.33 In particular the Government Office considered that this work should focus on developing scenarios that explored the impact of different scales and rates of growth. In addition, they advised that the process should consider the impact for the LDF and its Core Strategy if expansion programme were excluded.

2.34 The advice of Government Office appears to have been timely for Richmondshire in that the first Core Strategies to be ‘tested’ under the new LDF system were rejected (Stafford and Lichfield). One of the key criticisms in the respective Inspector’s reports was a lack of alternative scenario development at the Issues and Options stage.

2.35 This additional work resulted in a second consultation process at the Issues and Options, which commenced in April 2007 and has been used to inform and further develop the emerging Preferred Options for the Core Strategy.

2.36 A revision to the Local Development Scheme reflecting the changes to the programme was issued in March 2007.

3 Richmondshire Local Development Framework

Local Development Scheme 2007 -10

3.1 The Local Development Scheme is the timetable or project plan for the preparation of the documents that go to make up the Local Development Framework. The submission of a Local Development Scheme is a statutory requirement and the document must include milestones or target dates for the preparation of documents. This is a critical part of the monitoring process as it develops a clear programme for document preparation against which progress can be tested as part of the Annual Monitoring Report process. The following table measures the performance of the Council in meeting the milestones set out in the Local Development Scheme during the period to November 2007.

Vision and objectives : links to Richmondshire’s Community Strategy 2003 - 18

3.2 The vision and objectives for the Local Development Framework are currently being developed through work on the emerging Core Strategy. A clear link with Richmondshire’s Sustainable Community Strategy (Richmondshire 2021) is already established within the consultation draft for the Issues and Options paper. In addition, the Local Development Framework will take account of the North Yorkshire Community Strategy 2005 – 2008. Therefore the strong links between these documents and sharing of a common vision and objectives encouraged by the Government’s guidance on the Local Development Frameworks
, is being delivered.

Links to other strategies and developing the evidence base

3.3 Local Development Frameworks must demonstrate that the strategies of other organisations and bodies impacting upon development or land use activities have formed part of the evidence base in developing an integrated approach to policy options. The Statement of Community Involvement establishes a framework for consultation. There will be a degree of commonality between Local Development Frameworks, for example in needing to reflect national and regional policy. It is not the intention to restate those links in this report or to refer to the Council’s own range of strategies.

3.4 However, a number of local strategies external to the Council will have a significant impact upon emerging policy options for the Local Development Framework, in particular the Richmond Swale Valley Initiative and the Catterick Garrison Long Term Development Plan (LTDP). The Catterick Garrison LDTP is to be launched late November 2005 and public consultation due to commence in January 2006.

3.5 An important aspect of the Local Development Framework is the development of an evidence base to inform policy development and monitoring. During the past year, some significant reports/documents have been commissioned or added to that portfolio including:

Update of the Housing Needs Survey 


(current)

Employment Land Review




(completed)

Catterick Garrison Housing Market Assessment
(current)

Sustainability Appraisal / SEA refresh


(current)

In addition, it is recognised that further gathering of evidence will be required, including joint working on a regional and sub-regional basis. In a number of areas, including provision for gypsies and travellers and strategic housing market assessments, work is already underway. Further work is also planned in 2008 in relation to a strategic housing land assessment. 

Review of progress : informing changes to the Local Development Scheme

3.6 An important role of the Annual Monitoring Report is to inform the need for changes that may be required to the Local Development Scheme.  

3.7 Overall, good progress has been made in meeting the milestones set out in the Local Development Scheme and establishing the foundation for the development of the Local Development Framework through an agreed vision and clear objectives. Equally, the evidence base continues to be developed, with opportunity being taken, where possible, to utilise joint working arrangements. In particular, joint working with North Yorkshire County Council on the preparation of the Richmond and Catterick Garrison Area Action Plan has been agreed in principle.

3.8 It is important to recognise that the delay in progress on the Core Strategy over the original programme falls outside the control of the Council, as the driver for Catterick Garrison is national Defence policy and not local issues. The decision not to proceed with the original programme has been taken on the advice of Government Office, with a full recognition of the impact on the LDS.

3.9 The Council revised the LDS programme accordingly in March 2007. 

Policy Monitoring 

3.10 At this early stage, as Local Development Framework policies and objectives have not been developed, monitoring cannot be undertaken.

3.11 However, an important part of the process is to develop monitoring systems and a set of targets and indicators that will enable both objectives and policies to be monitored in the future. 

3.12 Targets to measure the effect and performance of policies will be developed. At this early stage in the process no new policies have been developed that would enable inclusion of precise targets, however Government guidance on the development of targets (Local Development Framework Monitoring : A Good Practice Guide) recommends targets should be SMART (specific, measurable, achievable, realistic and time-bound). Aspirational targets should be avoided. The Council will need to develop appropriate targets as policies emerge through the Local Development Framework process.

3.13 The Good Practice Guide provides the steer for developing a set of indicators to reflect national, regional and local outputs and issues. A set of Core Output Indicators are provided in the Guide and will be used by the regional planning body to evaluate performance on a regional basis. The Council will also be expected to develop a set of Local Output Indicators, designed to reflect local issues and circumstances.

3.14 Annexed to this report as Appendix 1, is a table setting out a series of indicators to be used for monitoring purposes. These include the Local Development Framework Core Output Indicators together with Local Indicators derived from the Sustainability Appraisal / Strategic Environmental Assessment Scoping Report, prepared for the Local Development Framework. Further local indicators may be added through future Annual Monitoring Reports as policies develop.


Richmondshire Local Plan 1999 – 2006 : Monitoring

3.17
As there will an overlap between the old and new development plan systems, continued monitoring should be undertaken, with the existing policies functioning as ‘saved policies’ until replaced through new Local Development Documents. Monitoring Reports on the Richmondshire Local Plan have been produced on a bi-annual basis, the most recent being the Fourth Monitoring Report submitted to the Council’s Environment and Planning Committee in October 2003. The Local Plan monitoring reports have provided a synopsis of policy performance against the objectives of the Local Plan focusing on major issues or changes rather than a detailed appraisal of all policies. The same format has been adopted for this review.

3.18 The Richmondshire Local Plan 1999-2006 is guided by the following six objectives:

· to encourage economic development, as a means of achieving a balanced employment structure and maximum access to employment

· to accommodate continued population growth, maintaining, as far as possible, steady rates of housebuilding

· to identify and conserve the environmental assets of the Plan Area, as well as to promote and support steady improvement in the general quality of the environment

· to guide the process of development in ways that foster the interests of local communities and take account of their social needs

· to encourage a pattern of development and movement which will help reduce the need to travel further by private car

· to take a long term view of development prospects, and to evolve policies which can be sustained beyond the plan period

3.19 The following summarises performance in the period October 2003 to September 2007 and highlights significant achievements, changes or issues against each of the six key objectives.

3.20 Economic development

· whilst the take-up of some major employment allocations has been slow, allocations at Colburn, Gatherley Road, Leyburn and Richmond have come forward during this period, with Leyburn being particularly buoyant. Additionally, two separate developers have begun work on the construction of units at Colburn Business Park, providing a range of units. 

· redevelopment of sites within established industrial/trading estate areas at Richmond, Walkerville (Colburn) and Catterick Bridge/Gatherley Road continues to bring forward additional opportunities

· the promotion of employment opportunities through conversion and diversification in more remote locations, continues to prove successful. 

3.21 Population and housing

· according to the last available mid year estimate (2006) the population of Richmondshire has grown from 47010 to 51000 in the period since the 2001 Census. 

· since 2003, over 60% of new housing has been built on previously developed land (brownfield), exceeding our target. 

· completions have been in line with County Structure Plan provision.

· a high proportion of planning permissions granted relate to sites of 3 or less plots.

· development of land at Arras Lines and Walkerville, Catterick Garrison, has begun the process of significant planned growth at Catterick Garrison. 

3.22 Environment

· care for the environment remains a priority, with 94% of respondents to the 2004 Quality of Life Survey (Priority Research Limited) agreeing that development should not cause harm to environmental assets

· a similar % agree that the built heritage should actively protected

· the Richmondshire Biodiversity Action Plan and the Council’s Sustainable Development Strategy now provide a mechanism for monitoring 

· significant Listed Building development during the monitoring period includes completion Richmond Station project.

3.23 Community and social needs

· new community facilities have been developed at Manfield and approval granted for a replacement at Wensley

· work has begun on site to provide new community leisure facilities at Catterick Garrison town centre

· planning permission has been granted (in outline) for Catterick Garrison town centre expansion and redevelopment

3.24 Transport

· upgrading  of the A66 has been implemented but improvements to the A1 are yet to begin 

· the District Council is contributing to the North Yorkshire Local Transport Plan. In addition the Council is active in supporting the Highway Authority in the development of local transport schemes, including Richmond and Catterick Garrison

· by focusing development in the main growth area the Local Plan has supported Government initiatives to reduce car journeys 

· sustainable transport systems have been supported, in particular the development of an extensive cycleway network at Catterick Garrison

3.25 Long term planning

· the Council has been active at both Member and officer level in ensuring that the emerging Regional Spatial Strategy takes account of the key issues facing Richmondshire 

· active participation in the development of local long term development plans, notably at Richmond and Catterick Garrison

· the Sustainable Community Strategy has incorporated a spatial vision (Framework for the Future) to link community aspirations to the development plan

· work on the emerging Local Development Framework is designed to create stronger links with the Sustainable Community Strategy to deliver long term outputs through a shared vision and objectives

Conclusions from monitoring exercise

3.26 Development continues to progress within the District, though in contrast to housing, employment growth, as measured by the take up of allocations, is proving somewhat less predictable. In some respect this may reflect a changing market, perhaps with less dependency on traditional large industrial type sites and increased diversification into new business and enterprise sectors. In terms of unemployment, the trend remains low.

3.27 Although in general the policies have performed well, a number of gaps and issues have emerged during the monitoring period that will need to be addressed through the Local Development Framework to both meeting changing Government policy on housing and other broad agendas around the issue of climate change

3.28 In addition to the above, the changing status of Catterick Garrison and its potential for growth raise significant issues for future growth within Richmondshire. This will be particularly challenging and its importance reflected in the option of producing an Area Action Plan for Richmond and Catterick Garrison as the second major LDF document.

3.29 The Secretary of State has issued a Direction confirming which Local Plan policies ‘saved’ beyond September 2007. A copy of the Direction is appended to this report in addition to being available on the Council’s website.

4.
Housing Trajectory

4.1 A key core output for the Local Development Framework is housing delivery and paragraph 4.48 of PPS 12 indicates that monitoring must include information on net housing additions. This should also include trajectories to demonstrate past and likely future performance.

4.2 Although to date the provision of new housing has been based upon the Richmondshire Local Plan policies and influenced by the planning permissions already in the system, looking further ahead, monitoring policy direction will be led by the emerging Regional Spatial Strategy and requirements of PPS3.

4.3 This Annual Monitoring Report also marks a change in the monitoring of completions as the Council moves towards a more robust system. Previously completions have been largely based on Building Regulation Completion Certificates. In order to provide a more accurate figure, the Council will now undertake additional cross checking of data, including Council Tax records. This has resulted in some adjustment of the completion figures for the period from 2004 against those previously published. 

4.4 The following graphs provide information on completion rates during the period 2004 to 2007, measured against the draft Regional Spatial Strategy target of 200 per annum, plus projections for the period to 2026. 
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Annual completions 2004 - 2007

4.5 Whilst the build rate has fluctuated, the overall net housing provision has delivered the predicted outcome. This fluctuation was anticipated as major sites have not been brought forward as quickly as might have been expected, particularly Gatherley Road.

4.6 An upturn in build rate is however anticipated as Gatherley Road and other sites recently granted planning permission come on stream.

Outstanding planning permissions

4.7 At April 2007, internal monitoring systems indicated that outstanding planning permissions could provide 539 additional units. Since that time, in terms of larger Richmondshire sites (10 or more), planning permissions have been granted with potential to provide for a further 335 units.

4.8 In terms of outstanding allocations, three sites identified in the Richmondshire Local Plan for development beyond 2006 remain undeveloped, with an anticipated capacity of 110 units.

4.9 In addition, the Catterick Garrison Long Term Development Plan identifies land that the MoD anticipates bringing forward for both military and market housing during the period to 2026. It is expected that the on-going refresh of the Long Term Development Plan (due to be published in early 2008) will provide a more detailed analysis on the release of land for market housing, but early indications suggest this could provide sites for up to 1000 units. In the Council’s opinion, it is considered reasonable to assume this will provide a significant contribution towards meeting the 5 and 15 year land supply. 

Projected housing completions

4.10 Whilst historically a high percentage of planning permissions in Richmondshire have been for very small scale sites (less than 3 units), there is evidence to suggest this position is changing. Of the current stock of outstanding permissions, in excess of 700 units are provided through larger sites. 

4.11 The draft Regional Spatial Strategy (Yorkshire and Humber Plan) figures for Richmondshire are based on an annual completion rate of 200, minus a vacancy clearance rate of 30 per annum. This figure is shown for the entire period to 2026. Whilst the Council has some concern over the accuracy of the information regarding vacancy rate figures, based on the requirement for a net increase of 170 new units per year, the Council’s current position (taking account of the Catterick Garrison potential) is reasonably healthy. A Strategic Housing Land Assessment, due to be undertaken in early 2008, will provide a more robust assessment.

4.12 The draft Regional Spatial Strategy does not however include specific housing projections for the expansion of Catterick Garrison. It is not considered appropriate at this time to predict either the timing or demand for housing to accommodate military personnel or any associated growth in civilian population arising from military expansion. It is expected that the refresh of the Catterick Garrison Long Term Development Plan will provide a more accurate picture on the potential impact on the local housing market. For these reasons the projections exclude the Catterick Garrison factor.

4.13 The projections are based on assumptions that during 2007/8, low levels of completions on major sites will continue and that rates for conversions, small sites and windfalls will follow the trends of previous years. The number of units delivered from major sites is expected rise in 2008/9 and 2009/10, coupled with the prediction on conversions, small sites etc. of 60 per year. By 2009/10, it is anticipated that a land release on Catterick Garrison will begin in line with the emerging LDF Core Strategy. 

4.14 Whilst the precise level of housing provision for Catterick Garrison is yet to be determined, the MoD submitted at the Regional Spatial Strategy Examination in Public a total figures of 2250, split equally over the three 5 year phases of the RSS. The following tables do not include this additional housing requirement.
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Projections for Affordable Housing are again difficult to predict at this stage, particularly in the light of emerging changes to national and regional policy. Additionally, the projections are dependent upon provision coming forward from major development sites, including some subject to on-going negotiation. The following projection is therefore restricted to the period to 2008.
