Graffiti kits help clean
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up Richmondshire

GRAFFITI-BUSTING chemical kits are now available
free for Richmondshire residents to help clean up
their property.

Richmondshire Community Safety Partnership
(RCSP) has bought a stock of kits from Arrow
Chemicals, and these can be borrowed free of
charge from Community Offices across the district.

According to a survey of the Richmondshire
Viewfinder residents panel, undertaken in November
2007, almost a quarter of respondents felt
“vandalism, graffiti and other deliberate damage
to property or vehicles" was a problem in their local
area.

But in the past, residents wanting to remove graffiti
from their own private property would have had to
buy cleaning chemicals themselves.

Kate Davies, RCSP Community Safety Officer, said:
“Unsightly spray paint can really spoil an otherwise
attractive neighbourhood. Studies show that

removing graffiti quickly deters repeat attacks,
reducing the likelihood of reoccurrence, and so we
want to make it as easy as possible for residents
to clean graffiti off their own property.

“The new kits are effective enough to make graffiti
removal easy, but also safe enough for members
of the public to use themselves."

The kits contain three different types of chemicals,
cloths for scrubbing and a spray for rinsing. The
chemicals include thixotropic gel for removing even
the toughest forms of graffiti, including spray paint,
marker pen and correction fluid.

Richmondshire Local Strategic Partnership. Working
Together to Make it Happen.

The Richmondshire Local Strategic Partnership (LSP) brings
together a wide range of key local organisations from the public,
private, voluntary and community sectors. We believe that by
working together we can make life better for the people who
want to live, work and visit the Richmondshire.

Together the Partnership developed the 2021 Sustainable
Community Strategy and are responsible for overseeing, co-
ordinating and monitoring the effectiveness of this strategy.

This strategy has identified that there are five key areas where
action must be taken. These are Healthy Lives, Safe Places,
Prosperous Communities, Green Living and Strong
Neighbourhoods.

To ensure that we work together to tackle the issues identified
in the Community Strategy we have established a LSP Structure.

LSP Steering Group

This is a small group that meets every three months. It's
membership includes; Richmondshire Council for Voluntary
Services, Richmondshire District Council, North Yorkshire County
Council, North Yorkshire Police, Yorkshire Dales National Park
Authority, Catterick Garrison Commander, York and North
Yorkshire Primary Care Trust and the chairs of each task group.
It is chaired by Judith Bromfield of Richmondshire Council for
Voluntary Services.

The role of the LSP Steering group is to steer, drive and facilitate
the development and implementation of the Community Strategy,
to co-ordinate work and make sure it happens. The
Neighbourhood project (see page 1) is being led by the Steering
Group.

Task Groups

We have five task groups who are responsible for developing
and delivering action plans for each of our five key priority
areas.

LSP Forum

This is the larger partnership whose role is that of decision-
maker. They meet twice a year to monitor progress against
priorities and highlight areas of difficulties. The next meeting
of the Forum will be in March 2009.

Green Task Group

The task group is working towards making Richmondshire a
‘place where people value, understand, enjoy, respect and have
pride in their environment, where needs are met whilst preserving
and enhancing the natural as well as our built and historic
environment.'

The group is chaired by Peter Warne.

Achievements; The group has established the Green Award
Scheme.

Priorities for 2008; The group will be hosting a renewable energy
exhibition. They will also be encouraging people to ‘do their bit’
by encouraging towns to go ‘plastic free’ and developing a going
green pledge.

Prosperous Communities

This task group is working to ‘ensure that Richmondshire is a place
of economic growth and enterprise, with a range of employment
opportunities that meet people's needs'.

Acheivements; The group has hosted
business breakfasts to support local
businesses and has commissioned research

to understand the needs of employers in
the District.

Priorities for 2008; The group will be seeking
to strengthen the business networks inthe -
District, develop a Business Award scheme
and School Business work with schools to
develop an enterprise challenge event.

Healthy Lives

This task group is working to ensure that ‘everyone has the opportunity
to be as healthy as possible, by accessing excellent healthcare and
being supported in making healthy lifestyle choices'.

The group is chaired by Dr Phil Kirby of North Yorkshire and York
Primary Care Trust.

Achievements; The group facilitated the
employment of a Physical Activity co-

developing one of the most successful
exercise referral programmes in North
Yorkshire.

Safe Places

The Richmondshire Community Safety Partnership (RCSP) acts
as our safe places task group. The group is chaired by Liz Smith,
Richmondshire District Council.

The RCSP works to tackle crime, disorder
and drugs issues in Richmondshire.

Achievements: RCSP was recently identified
as being the best in its most similar
grouping nationally.

Priorities for 2008; RCSP will be working to
make Richmondshire even safer.

Strong Neighbourhoods

This task group is seeking to make Richmondshire ‘a place with vibrant,
sustainable communities, where people want to live and work and feel
able to take part in decisions that affect them.’

The group is chaired by Simon Fletcher, Richmondshire District Council.

Achievements: The group has been looking
at issues that affect migrant workers and
their employees. They have established
the ‘Building Community Cohesion Network'’
and commissioned a piece of research on
this topic.

Priorities for 2008; The group is currently
seeking funding for a Dance co-ordinator
for the District and will be working with the
District Council to encourage the use of
empty and under used properties for
affordable housing.

Bringing communities
closer together in

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A GRASS-ROQTS study has been launched to examine the needs
of emerging cultures and migrant workers in Richmondshire.

The work is being spearheaded by the Strong Neighbourhoods
task group, part of the Richmondshire Local Strategic Partnership,
which brings together representatives from public sector
agencies, the voluntary sector and the business community.

As part of this process, people who consider themselves migrant
workers or part of an emerging culture are being asked to
complete a short survey so the task group can focus on their
specific needs.

Simon Fletcher, Chair of the Strong Neighbourhoods Task Group,
said: “By completing this survey, you will be greatly helping us
start to gather information so we can improve the cultural and
social support available in Richmondshire.

“In turn, that will enable us to strengthen the long-term local
government responses to the needs of people living and working
here.

“In particular, we are asking that employers make this survey
as freely available to migrant workers as possible.”

The task group has also taken the lead on co-ordinating work
already being done in this area, through the establishment of
a working network of representatives, and is closely linked with
the North Yorkshire Strategic Partnership Equalities Task Group
in working on a Welcome and Information Pack that will be
tailored to Richmondshire.

Ensuring access to quality healthcare
services for Hambleton and
Richmondshire

North Yorkshire and York Primary Care Trust,
working with South Tees NHS Trust, has initiated
a review of health services provided to patients
in the Hambleton and Richmondshire area. This
includes services provided in both hospitals and
in the community.

The purpose of the review is to ensure that
excellent health services continue to be delivered
in the area - including increased community
based health services and high quality local
hospital services at Northallerton.

One of the challenges that the review will address
is the increased demand for healthcare services
close to people's homes, in GP surgeries and in
community facilities. This is particularly important
when considering the projected increase in
numbers of older people, and the mainly rural
nature of the area. Also, with advances in medical
treatment, the review will seek to ensure that
local people continue to access the most modemn,
effective hospital treatment in the future.

The following clinical services will be included in
the review:

* ‘Unscheduled care’ including Accident &
Emergency and out- of- hours care

» Children's services

* Services for people who have long term
conditions, especially the elderly

* End of life care

* Non- urgent mental health problems, e.g.
depression, anxiety.

A 'Partnership Board' has already met to agree

the approach for the review. Clinical pathway

groups and other working groups have also been

established to look at the specific areas of work.

Over the next few weeks information leaflets
about this review will be available in public places
including GP surgeries.

NEW speed detection equipment is helping Richmondshire Community
Safety Partnership (RCSP) tackle one of its top priorities — road safety.

RCSP's Road Safety Task Group works to identify projects that will
help promote safer roads in Richmondshire, working with others -
including the 95 Alive partnership — to emphasise the safety message
to all residents and visitors.

Its ultimate aim is to reduce the number of accidents on
Richmondshire's roads.

The new equipment includes four flashing speed matrices and two
data recorders. Twenty sites around the district have been identified,
and the equipment is being used to constantly monitor these areas.

Councillor Michael Heseltine, Chairman of the RCSP Road Safety Task
Group said: “The speed matrices collect data on types and speeds
of vehicle, and warn drivers by a flashing sign of the speed they are
travelling. It is a preventative measure, but speeding drivers should
be warned that formal action may follow.

“The simple message — and one that
every driver should bear in mind
whenever they get behind the wheel

- is ‘speed kills’.

Sustainable Funding Successes

Over the last three months the LSP has been working to identify projects that it believes help deliver the priorities of the
2021 Sustainable Community Strategy.

Organisations were asked to submit funding proposals and these were considered by our task groups (see centre pages).

The largest request for funding was for £30,115 and the smallest request was for £500. In total, North Yorkshire County
Council's Area Committee agreed to fund 28 projects, totalling £80,209.

Projects receiving funding included:

M Just the Job, for a scheme to support local people to grow their own food;

W Hudson House, Reeth to support a pilot project to establish the effectiveness of remote delivery of services into rural
communities via video technology;

M Joint Amateur Boxing Scheme (JABS), to buy new equipment;

B The Play Partnership, for a park festival in summer 2009.

YOUNGSTERS are being encouraged to get on their bikes to keep fit and take part in some
positive activity.

Police Community Support Officers from Catterick Garrison have started a new initiative
to get young people in Richmondshire interested in mountain biking.

PCS0s Graeme Gale and Di Smith received funding from Awards for All Lottery funds and
the Richmondshire Community Safety Partnership (RCSP) — enough cash for ten mountain
bikes, helmets and jackets, which were bought from Kudu Bikes in Hawes.

Di said: “The ROCI (Richmondshire Offroad Cycle Initiative) courses have already started,
and are already proving a big hit. Our aim is for teenagers to learn about bike safety and
maintenance, but most of all to go out and have fun riding some good trails in and around
North Yorkshire. A 14-bike trailer is also available, meaning we can even venture further
afield!"

Liz Smith, chair of RCSP, said: “ROCl is a great idea, and there are some fantastic biking
trails in and around Richmondshire, so I'm sure the scheme will go from strength to
strength.”

Both PCSOs are qualified Mountain Bike Trail Leaders and are encouraging more young
people and adult volunteers to get involved.

Each year the Association of Public Health
Observatories (APHO) publishes a health
profile of the District. This year the APHO
reported that people in Richmondshire are
healthier than the average for England.

Of the 32 indicators used to measure the
health of the District Richmondshire was
significantly better than the England average

for 11 indicators. These positive indicators
include the number of adults who are
physically active, male life expectancy and
levels of violent crime.

There were three areas for concern where
we are significantly worse than the England
average: binge drinking by adults, obese
adults and road injuries and deaths. The LSP's
Improving Health task group and the

Richmondshire Community Safety Partnership
will be planning how they can address these
areas of concern.

Partnership Success is childs play

In January the Richmondshire Play Partnership heard that they had
been successful in an application to the Big Lottery for £200,000 of
funding to develop play opportunities in Richmondshire.

The application had included a portfolio of projects at locations across
the District which had been identified as being in need of better play
opportunties.

Work has now been completed at Harmby, Leyburn and North Cowton
to improve play areas. We are hopeful that a play area for young
people in Middleham and a natural play area at Hipswell Habitat,
Catterick Garrison will be completed by the autumn.
